The assessment for this lesson is used to make sure that each student has an idea of what the word fair actually means.  When conferencing with the students, make sure that they are able to justify how their story is dealing with an unfair situation.  Keep a checklist of the students’ names (see below) and do not put a check next to their name until you are convinced that they have a handle on what an unfair situation might be.  This might mean that you will have to conference with a student more than one time to be sure that s/he has a firm understanding.
